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Legal Internship Opportunity in Los Angeles and
San Francisco

The Immigration Center for Women and Children (ICWC) has internships available during the summer and school year for 1st, 2nd and 3rd year law students.  ICWC is a non-profit legal organization providing immigration services to underrepresented women and children in Los Angeles and San Francisco. ICWC strives to provide security and stability for children who are abused, abandoned or neglected and for women and children who are victims of domestic violence and sexual assault. Prerequisite Courses: There are no prerequisite courses.  All applicants should have strong writing and research skills and be committed to civil liberties and immigrants' rights. An interest in low-income legal services and Spanish language skills are required.  A basic understanding of immigration law is preferred.

Time Commitment: All summer internships are full-time.  Fall and spring internships are part-time or full-time.  The part-time internship position is eight hours per week minimum. 

Credit: Students work for credit only and are encouraged to seek independent funding through their law school if available. 

Supervision and Responsibilities: Interns will work with Staff Attorneys and Legal Assistants and will attend regular supervisory meetings.  Interns will primarily work with three federal immigration laws: the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA), U Nonimmigrant Status and Special Immigrant Juvenile Status (SIJS).  Interns will also work with restraining orders, criminal and probate law.  Interns will assist with legal research, client intake, completing legal forms, drafting pleadings and making court appearances.
